Cistern Foam

1- Securely attach the self-adhesive foam seal around the outlet on the base of cistern, as
detailed in Fig. 5.
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2- Locate cistern fixing bolts into pan fixing holes and secure cistern to pan with wing nuts.

3- Flush the lines, connect water supply and check operation of cistern.

4- Adjusting water level. Turn on water mains. Open the cistern stop valve and check the
operation of the mechanisms and valve. Adjust water level to the water level mark inside
the cistern by simply turning the float arm adjustment screw in a clockwise or
anticlockwise direction as detailed in Fig. 6.

5- Fit lid to check push button operation to complete installation.
