HOW DO I PAINT MY SPOUTING?

You can also personalise your look by painting any
of the Marley spouting and downpipe products and
accessories. Remember to allow for greater expansion/

contraction with dark colours and refer to your paint
specialist for colour options.

After installation spouting and downpipe can be painted any colour (dark
colours require additional expansion/contraction allowance). Clean spouting
before painting, using methylated spirits.

For best results use a mineral based undercoat and two coats of 100%
weatherable acrylic paint.

It is recommended that the ends of spouting in the expansion outlet be
painted so when spouting contracts a white line is not visible. Painting must
be carried out after installation (except in expansion outlets and expansion
joiners) and do not paint the inside of spouting or the internal brackets.
